Many people had their sleep disturbed during Auguigt lorries thundering

through the village at all hours of the day andhhigrhey were delivering

planings (the scraped-off road surface) from th®@A#¥ near Maidenhead to
the Hazell and Jefferies depot at the junction pfeE Lane and the B4009
here in Ewelme. This caused much consternation as 8 vehicles were
recorded on Green Lane during one night and day iten led to a well-

attended Parish Council meeting where we triecdbtaecup with a strategy to
avoid a repetition of this kind of thoughtless Imesis behaviour. Oxfordshire
County Council was contacted as they were supptsdxz sorting out this

problem for over two years. The Parish Council idsaepress release to all
sections of the media and the flood gates openadloROxford arrived early

one morning and set up their equipment at the bottd Green Lane to

interview resident John Cooper and Councillor Da@doper about the
situation. It was very strange, but during the whuotee that the Radio Oxford
vehicle was parked there, not a single speeding car wassézeen Lane!

We then had the BBC local news cameras arrive ey filmed throughout

the day on Green Lane and also outside the HazélDafferies depot. | don’t
understand why it was that no representative fromzeH and Jefferies was
interviewed to put their case. They were given thpgootunity by the BBC but
declined to be interviewed. This meant that the idkaffering a ‘balanced

argument’ to viewers and listeners was thrown duhe window. They did,

however, decide to re-route lorries for the followimweekend when more
planings were due to be delivered. Maybe they wstag to turn the rather
negative publicity that they received from all tm$o a positive — ie, ‘we are
thinking about the residents of Ewelme’!

Many years ago the atmosphere between Grundontharidcal residents was
very similar. There was suspicion possibly on battes To resolve the
situation amicably the Grundon Liaison Committeeswat up for discussion
with the local villages of Benson, Ewelme and Crowshaand Grundons.
This gave villages a chance to discuss openly feairs and for Grundons to
put forward their plans for the future.

It's seasonal flu immunisation time again!

There has been a lot in the news about vaccindioiswine flu; we await
further news on this. Meanwhile, we have set up clinics focimation against
seasonal flu, as usual. Seasonal flu is an unpledsads and can lead to
really serious diseases like bronchitis or pneumoliyou are aged 65 and
over, or if you are under 65 and have

diabetes,

chronic heart disease,

chronic lung disease,

chronic renal disease,

chronic liver disease,

a suppressed immune system,

asthma requiring continuous inhaled steroids, or havernad a
exacerbation requiring steroid tablets,

or if you have had a stroke or TIAs, then pleasdamirthe surgery to book
your appointment for your annual flu vaccination. Wid be running a large
Saturday flu clinic on 10 October, as well as oneaoneekday morning for
those of you who prefer to come in the week.

Children who have previously been admitted to haspor lower respiratory
tract infections are included in the flu vaccination campaoo.

If you are in receipt of a carer’s allowance, or an@main carer, it may also be
advisable to be vaccinated.

As before poultry workers have been included in ¢henpaign. There are
guidelines for this so please contact Alison Richthat the surgery if you are
involved in handling, killing or cleaning poultry eas or equipment. It is
important to remember that seasonal influenza wacgrotects against
seasonal human influenza but does not protect stgadifiN1 (swine)

influenza.

Autumn Patterns — A letter from the Rectory

| was intrigued to learn recently that for the @edsy and rural poor from
Anglo-Saxon to medieval times, the hardest montthefyear was not during
the cold days of January or February but Augustvds after the summer
months that things became hard. The poor did nat bae luxury of livestock

and meat or fish were hard to come by. The presefweds made in the
previous autumn were finished and grain stores wrhausted. It was a time
for foraging in the hedgerows, for making meal fraeorns, (toxic if not

properly prepared). Grain was often contaminatedh wiigot, which caused
hallucinations. People were sometimes half crazetieaend of the summer
months. No wonder the harvest was so keenly anticipated.

In the modern world we have lost the true signif&of so many things. We
can see the signs of the harvest around us. We toosdebrate the harvest in
church and in services at school but we have luat fieeling of relief that
must have come when the last of the corn was sgtdlhyered in. This year of
course many farmers have struggled with the hamvesit hasn’'t had much
effect on our daily lives. Food and vegetables duseason are plentiful.



Bread can be found with ease and so the bread mislu¢he first fruits of the
harvest doesn’t seem a special treat.

Summer, harvest and winter are part of the anciettem of life. And

although these patterns are still discernable tiwayt affect us so profoundly.
The pattern of people’s lives has been disrupted 8ometimes in broken
relationships, sometimes in social structures tlaftdunction properly any
more, sometimes perhaps in a church that doesnayalvanswer people’s
needs.

Harvest time and the onset of autumn is a good toreconsider the pattern
of own lives. A time to ponder on the fruits of diwes, a time to reassess
patterns, to consider how we might discipline ouedito fix and root them in
something worthwhile that will bear fruit in due season.

A Benedictine Father recently spoke to me of Hes liLife here”, he said, “is
monotonous but it isn’t boring”. The familiar caa good. | don’t think we all
have to retire to a monastery or a nunnery buinktthere is something to be
said for imposing a structure on ourselves, redisgnyg a pattern, maybe in
prayer or meditation, in redefining our prioritiés,considering the direction
of our lives. Patterns needn’t be simple, but tinecsiire they give to our lives
can give us time and space to reflect truly on wivee are. So trace a pattern
for your life this autumn. It may help you bringfio to your life, it may allow
you to find more space for God in your life.

The Ewelme Society

The harvest season has been well underway - evigetfie sights and sounds
of the massive combine harvesters in the vastdisddnd about. The archive
was presented with a brief but charming recollectaf a small boy’s
experience of a gentler harvest time in Ewelme awerentury ago. As
mentioned previously in the News, Margaret Havelintfhey visited Fords
Farm last year and stayed in her former family havhere her father Bruce
was born in March 1897. The farm was sold to the Edwards in b@@Bruce
composed this jotting circa 1928 after revisitingvdime. (The second
paragraph contains an interesting insight intosheial mores of a Victorian
middle class family).

“Care-free days chasing blue butterflies — on tmany triangle of grass at top
of Days Lane. Riding down with dad when the goldenvast, garnered in,
slowly went homewards, sitting on the great carsés wending down Days
Lane. Plodding out with dad or ‘the big boys’ thrbuge lofty wheat; through

the paths beyond the Two Elms on the hillock, ouBéggar Bush Hill. The

surreptitious lunches of social biscuits and girgeer. Getting lost in the high
crops - and the joy of hearing dad’s voice againe Wild lilac bushes out

towards the Warren Farm, the hares, the old barrcattages at the Warren —
how far away in a strange country it seemed. Thedsa tea, picnic by the
new straw ricks, in the swept fields, with mummy #mel rest. Innocent happy
days!

Driving over in the chaise with mother and Trudns[sister] to Appleford,
through woods, past foxgloves, the hives and beesdfifies in the village
behind ‘Tromper [the donkey], of whom half ashamadd thoroughly
amused: poor dear mummy’s hurt feelings. The IMtlesleyan Chapel and
the Primitive [Chapel] of which dad and mum were support, instead of the
fine old Church. The little pews, mother playing ttemonium. Yet we must
not speak to common village children. Driving thaiid sad drive in the dark
carriage with all that was left of little Ruth [@ad baby sister] poor lonely one
— her deserted corner in the [municipal] churchyatrdVallingford. The red
May trees in the great garden. Trudie as a milknra@ concert at the village
school.”



(The now derelict Warren Farm is to be found inaley just beyond Potters
Farm about a mile and a half from Fords Farm, bua tsmall child it must
have seemed very far away along the farm tracks).

Bruce’s mother Emily Powell came from the prospsrooach building family
in Benson, whose home was the substantial Kingdfioaise (plus an acre of
ground behind it). There is a family legend thatcst€hapel-going Emily
refused to marry Anglican Edward Humfrey for mamass and that he built
her a chapel in Ewelme. It could not be the Wesle@hapel built earlier in
1842 so we wonder if it was the Primitive chapetesituated on the car park
of what is now Suffolk House and known generallytias Poupart chapel.
Doubtless Emily was embarrassed to drive abouthumable donkey cart. The
Fords Farm sales particulars only mentioned farmsd®) so the chaise must
have been hired as the drive to Appleford to stily’s sister would have
been a trot too far for little Tromper. Intriguinglyfrudie overcame the
stricture not to associate with ‘common villageldten’ by taking part in one
of Mr Herman’s school concerts, and the identitysotial biscuits’ remains a
mystery.
